Football - Parents
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Biosecurity Protocol for 
Sports Training

1. The general conditions established 
in the Protocol for Classrooms and 
Laboratories must be taken into 
account (appropriate use of face 
masks, signage, distancing, work 
stations, no food consumption, 
availability of biosecurity items).

2. Continue with the handwashing 
protocol before, after and, if 
necessary, during the training 
sessions.

3. Each athlete is provided with 
a storage area for personal 
belongings.

4. Students must bring a personal 
self-care kit that includes a towel, 
antibacterial gel, spare face masks 
and hydration drink that cannot be 
shared with anyone else.

5. Students will change clothes in the 
same place where the class will 
take place, under the supervision 

of the Sports teacher and keeping 
a minimum physical distancing of 
one (1) metre.

6. Students must always wear a face 
mask at all times and no exceptions 
will be made. The use of face 
masks with as much ventilation 
as possible and made of anti-fluid 
material is recommended.

7. Athletes are not allowed to lend or 
exchange personal items such as 
clothing, towels or hydration items. 

8. Sports training will take place 
outdoors and, during the physical 
activity, the physical distancing 
must be at least 2 (two) metres 
between students and/or adults.

9. If work equipment (balls, weights, 
ropes, etc.) is used, it must be 
disinfected before each class, spraying 
it with disinfectant and then drying it.

10. There will be a “free breathing” 
point, where students may remove 
their face mask for a few minutes 
when they feel very fatigued. In 
this area, only one student at a 
time will be allowed and there will 
be no movement of people. It will 
be identified with a cone or a sign.

11. Once the training session is over, 
students should change their 
clothes again, wash their hands, 
change their face masks and go 
to parking lot No. 3 where their 
parents will pick them up. These 
routines will be supervised by the 
coach assigned to that group.

12. Students must dispose of the face 
mask used during the training 
session in the nearby bins provided 
for this purpose and then, use a 
new one from the spare ones they 
must bring from home. 

13. It is recommended to promote 
strategies that encourage 
independent physical conditioning 
at home to reinforce basic 
individual motor skills and abilities 
as well as others that facilitate 
stretching.
